Tuition
Sign up early, not only to get the best rates, but to make sure of availability! Send in your full tuition by  
March 15, 2010 to get our lowest prices. At any time you may reserve a session with a non-refundable fee 
of $75 which applies to tuition. Tuition includes room, all meals, canteen and group photo. Camp T-shirts, hats, 
and other souvenirs may be purchased on the first or last day of the session.

Riding Class
There is no additional charge for riding class. However, space availability is limited, based on the number of 
horses we have. If your child is interested in riding, be sure to check the 'Riding Class' box next to the session 
name. If you wait until check-in, there may not be space available.

Discounts / Camper Packages 
There are four ways to save on camp tuition with our Package Discounts: 

Early Bird Discount Pay in full for one session by March 15, 2010 and receive $25 off your total 
balance ($15 for Day Trek and First Timers sessions). Discount may be combined with the following Packs if 
paid by March 15th. 

Family Package 1st child's session is full-price. Each additional child receives $75 off ($35 for Day Trek 
and First Timers sessions). 

Camper Package Come for more than one session and your additional sessions are $50 off the regular 
price ($25 for Day Trek and First Timers sessions). 

New Friend Package Refer a new camper and receive a $75 discount ($35 for Day Trek and First Timers 
sessions). Your friend's name must be listed below to be eligible for the discount. Your discount will be 
applied when we receive the friend's registration.  Maximum of 3 New Friend discounts will be applied to 
a camper.

Refund Policy
A $75 registration fee is built into the tuition and is non-refundable. Remaining tuition paid is fully refundable 
until two weeks prior to your registered session. 

Confirmation
When we receive your registration, we’ll send you a confirmation of session, horseback riding preference 
and payment amount. At the same time you’ll receive release forms and information instructing you to pay 
any remaining balance and return forms by a date two weeks prior to your session. Your information will 
include what to pack and when to come, etc. Please note—unless otherwise requested, your 
confirmation will be emailed to you. All the forms you need will be attached to this 
email, so please do not disregard it.

Check-In Requirement
All families are requested to make payment and return the completed General Release and Health Form two 
weeks before arrival. You will get your cabin assignment when you check in at camp. 

Day Trek Pickup Policy
Day Trek campers must be picked up promptly at 4pm each day.  A late fee of $15 will be assessed for each 15 
minutes after 4pm. Late fees are due on the day they are incurred.

Scholarship Information
A limited number of scholarships are available according to need. To receive a scholarship application, 
check the box on the reverse side of this form and send it and a $75 registration fee to the camp office. 
The application form may also be downloaded from our website. All scholarship applications must be 
received in our office by April 1, 2010. You will be notified of the status of your application by May 1, 2010. 
If your scholarship application is denied and your child will not be attending camp, we will return your $75 
registration fee. Don’t let the cost keep you from coming to camp!
